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Author’s Guidelines

______________________________________________________________

A Certified Dental Technician, technician with a bachelor’s or graduate degree in dental technology, a foreign technician with an NBC approved credential or dentist must write or co-author all technical articles submitted to the Journal of Dental Technology and JDT Unbound. 

WORD LENGTH AND PHOTOS:

· Technical Article: 1,500-2,000 words and 15-20 photos. When submitting a technical article, include a 10-question, multiple choice and true/false quiz about the contents of the article.

· Photo Technical Article: 1,000 words and 20-30 photos. When submitting a technical article, include a 10-question, multiple choice and true/false quiz about the contents of the article.

· Feature Article: 700-1,000 words, photos optional.

· Opinion Article: 700-1,000 words, photos optional.

MANUSCRIPT AND PHOTO REQUIREMENTS:

· Send a PC-combatable disk or CD, which includes the article in Microsoft Word and any photos and/or artwork (in individual files) with the submission.

· We reserve all rights to edit your article. The article may be published in the printed magazine, the Journal of Dental Technology, or on its Web-zine, JDT Unbound.

· Articles printed in JDT may not be submitted to another publication for four months. Articles published on JDT Unbound are not subjected to that requirement. 

· Include a photo of the author(s) as well as a short biography.

· Include completed copies of the author’s release, conflict of interest and photo release forms with the submission.

· Photos must be uncompressed, high-resolution, 300dpi digital images (.tif format is preferred) and must be clearly marked and correspond to references within text.

· You may consider partnering with a manufacturer/supplier or your dentist client to arrange for quality photos to be taken of your work during all stages.

Writer’s Tip Sheet

Congratulations! You’ve taken the first step toward becoming a published author in a national publication by requesting these writer’s guidelines. We at the Journal of Dental Technology and JDT Unbound thank you for your interest. In order to help you put together an article, we’ve developed this tip sheet to answer your questions about organizing and writing an article. 1. Decide on the subject of your article. If you can’t explain it in one sentence, than your focus may be too broad. For example, in a technical article that one sentence is often, ‘How to manufacture a (fill in the blank).’

2. Break your article down into sections. Often in a technical article those sections break down to:

a. Introduction – explaining what the article is about and the materials or techniques used.

b. Case Presentation – explaining how the patient first appeared and the treatment he or she wanted.

c. How the Restoration was Manufactured – explaining in a step-by-step fashion how the restoration was created, what materials were used and tips for success.

d. End Result for the Patient – explaining how the final restoration fit and patient satisfaction.

e. Conclusion – explaining the benefits of a particular technique or materials and to what other types of cases it might apply.

3. Don’t become overwhelmed with writing the article all at once. Take your time and try to complete one section at a time. For example, instead of worrying about how to write a 2,000-word article, focus on writing just the introduction to your article, then move on to the next section. Before you know it, your article will be finished.

4. Spelling and grammar are important, but don’t stress out about it as any errors will be fixed during the editing process.

5. Relax and start writing. After you’ve finished your first draft you can run spell check, have a friend read it over and add or delete information. Don’t worry about the word count, spelling or grammar in the beginning – just write.

Article Explanations

Technical Articles:

The 1,500- to 2,000-word article should be case specific and engage the intermediate- and advanced-level technicians. It should take an objective and critical look at cutting-edge technologies and new techniques. The article should not only give step-by-step information on how to do something, but provide insight on the why and the how a particular technique or product works. Three dental technicians, who do not know the identity of the author, review each article before it is scheduled for publication. Articles that do not pass peer review will not be published unless the author addresses the reviewers’ concerns to the reviewers’ satisfaction.

Photo Technical Articles:

This inspirational technical article offers authors the opportunity to share some of their best work and share a quick tip or technique that will help others in their efforts to improve their work. This case presentation article will feature before and after photos with several photos highlighting the work done to create the final restoration. The photos should be accompanied by a 1,000-word written explanation of how the final results were accomplished. Three dental technicians, who do not know the identity of the author, review each article before it is scheduled for publication. Articles that do not pass peer review will not be published unless the author addresses the reviewers’ concerns to the reviewers’ satisfaction.

Feature:

The 700- to 1,000-word article should explain a problem or issue within the dental industry and provide a possible solution or plan of action. Authors are encouraged to research the topic of their article and provide other’s opinions, in addition to their own, about the issue within the article.

Opinion:

The 700- to 1,000-word article should address a problem or issue within the dental industry and provide a possible solution or plan of action. Authors are encouraged to research the topic of their article.
